DAGSBORO PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
MINUTES OF THE MEETING ON MAY 19, 2010

The regular meeting of the Dagsboro Planning and Zoning Commission was called
to order at 7:02 p.m. on Wednesday 19, 2010 at the Bethel Center. Members
present were Lisa Boyce, Marjorie Eckerd, and Loretta Zsido. The following
persons were also present: Herb Disharoon, Kyle Gulbronson, Celeste Thompson,
Bill Reif, Mark Kneller, Patti Adams, Tim Elder, Steve Fuller, Ron Myers and
John Tracey. :

Agenda: A motion was made by Lisa and seconded by Loretta to approve the
agenda for this evening. The vote in favor was unanimous.

Minutes: A motion was made by Loretta and seconded by Lisa to approve the
April minutes. A slight change to the minutes to change the date at the top of the
page to April 14, 2010, the correct date is recorded in the body of the minutes. The
change was made and the minutes were approved with the change.

New Business:
First order of business: to accept with regret Mr. Herb Disharoon’s resignation

from the Planning and Zoning Board. He will be serving on the Town Council of
Dagsboro.

Celeste Thompson was representing the property at 33189 Main Street. She was
inquiring what needs to take place to refurbish the property and get it ready to rent
out as a professional office, coffee house or antique shop. All these uses are
permitted in Town Center. Applicant was told to contact DelDot regarding curb
cut into the property. Parking, lighting and paving driveway need to be done
according to Town code. No site plan needs to be submitted to Planning and

Zoning, but when all is in place, applicant needs to present to Town Council for
final approval.

Bill Reif, Mark Kneller representing business at 33214 Main Street, M-N-K
Maintenance & Remodeling, LLC requesting approval for signage and parking for
this approval. After reviewing their requests, it was decided that this property met
all code requirements and approval was given. They still must appear before Town
Council for final approval at the May 24, 2010 meeting.

Tim Elder, representing T’s Corner at 33039 Main Street wanted approval to open
retail store to begin this Summer season (2010). He needs to contact DelDot and
get a letter from them approving the entrance and exit onto Rt. 20. When he has
that, he can go to Town Hall to present his plans for parking, lighting and signage.
It is hoped that he will be able to get on Town Council agenda in May or June and
get approval to open business for the 2010 season. Also, Chairwoman, Marje



Eckerd is requesting a list of what he plans to sell retail. He should have this list to
present to Town Council for their approval.

Steve Fuller, Ron Myers and John Tracey presenting final site plan for Vines
Creek Village, Rt. 26 and Armory Road. Items for consideration: Planning and
Zoning request that fences be put around the three ponds on the property to provide
a safe environment for the future residents, to be included in the HOA document
permission to add solar panels consistent with state law, also, the HOA document
should indicate that when 75% of lots are sold, the developer will hand over
$5,000 to the Homeowners Association to help maintain the property, till that time,
it will be the responsibility of the developer, Kyle Gulbronson wants to see copies
of Public Works and Storm Water Agreement documents (applicants agreed to
forward these to URS), Storm Water responsibility should be included in the HOA
document.

Vines Creek Village will not be placing a sign at the entrance to this property at
this time. In the future, if they decide to put a sign up, it will have to follow the
Town Code regulations. Town Hall following the code regulations, will be able to
approve the sign at that time.

Additionally, it was decided to create a separate LLC (Limited Liability
Corporation) document regarding Stone Lane. This parcel is the property of the
developer and it is their responsibility to maintain this parcel until the legalities can
be worked out. They agreed to contact the Town solicitor, Robert Witzel to
generate this document to the satisfaction of all parties concerned.

The Planning and Zoning took a vote to recommend approval of the final site plan.
The vote was unanimous to approve, however, Chairwoman of the Planning and
Zoning will be presenting our report to Town Council at their May 24, 2010
meeting with our recommendations for the fencing around the ponds. The decision
to approve the final site plan will be decided by the Town Council.

Adjournment: A motion was made by Lisa and seconded by Loretta to adjourn the
meeting. The vote in favor was unanimous. The meeting ended at 8:35 p.m.
